Objectives and aims
The objects of the CIO are for the public benefit in Afidcm
A.To advance education in particular but not exclusively by builduig and reuovating schools. Organizing 'feachers'
traiuing in collaboration with local Universities and Regionai Education Ministries, sponsoring poor and Oiphaued
children to attend school ivhilst also providing school meals for loiver inconic children to improve school eiu'olment ivith
donor parttters.
B. The relief of financial need and suffering among victims of natural or other kind of disaster in particular but not
limited to proving emergency food, ivater and shelter. Hcaithcare projects such as mobile clinic enable locals to receive
treatuieut of diseases.
C.The relief of Sickness and the preservation aud protection of good health, in PDuticular but not limited to providuig
niidwives training to reduce the high rates of maternal mortality', provision of hygiene kits mid incubators for premature
babies and mobile health clinics.
D. To relieve financial hardsliip, in particular but not exclusively by providing, food, water and non food items and
implenienting water projects such different type of water ivells, eaith dame and rainwater harvest systeni and nnining
lower income households led by women with craft that geuemte inconie for their faniilies, Nothing in this constitution
shall authorize an application of the property of the CIO for the purposes ivhich are not charitable in accordance with
(section 7 of the charities and nustee investment (Scotland)act 2005) and [section 2 Of the Charities act (Noitherti
Ireland) 2008].
In response to strategic considerations and evolving regulatoiy requireinents, the Trx&stees of the Afiican Relief Fund
have opted to transition the organization's strticture to that of a Charitable Incotporated Organization (CIO). This report
outlines the key decisions and developnients suizoundiug this hausition, including thc operational implications and
future plans of the neivly fortned CIO.
The decision to convert to a Charitable Incoiporated Organization was reached fofloiving careful deliberation by the
Trtistees. Effective immediately, the Aft)can Relief Fund ivill operate under the same name, retainiug its biand identity,
but will be assigned a new charity number. 1197360. This transition maiks a significant milestone in the organization's
journey, reflecting a conunitment to adaptability and compliAnice ivith contemporaiy governance standards.

I INANCIAL REVIEW
Financial position
During the cunent financial period, the neivly established CIO has not undetraken any activities. This period of
inactivity ivas primarily attributed to the logistical requirements associated ivith establishing a new bank account or
obtaining authorization to utilize the existing account. Eiowever, we are pleased to rcpoit that Barclays Batik has
generously granted perniission for the continued usc of the old Trust Bank Account, facilitating uninterrtipted financial
operations during this transitional phase.

FUTURE PLANS
Looking ahead to the next financial peiiod, the African Relief Fund is poised to resume its charitable activities ivith
renewed vigour. Leveraging the giouudkvork laid by the previous cliaritable organization (charity number: 1062752), the
CIO will focus on implementing a iange oi'planned projects. These initiatives include but are not liniited to.
" Water projects aimed at improving access to clean water in hard-reach communities." Children sponsorship progranis designed to suppott the education and welt-being of disadvantaged young people." Seasonal programs addressing specific needs or challenges prevalent during particular tuucs of the year." Income-generating activities tailored to einpoiver vulnerable families and foster econonuc resilience.
